PRE-K PROGRAM
The Intervention Services Pre-K classes meet for the full 
school year (September through June).  There are two 
programs; Smart Start Full Day which is 6 hours per day or 
a half day program for 2 ¾ hours per day in the morning. The 

total number of children that will be accepted into the 
program is 32 for full day and 64 for half day (16 per class). 
There is no cost to participants accepted to the program; 
however, the district does NOT provide transportation.


To be eligible for a screening, your child must be four years 
old by January 1, 2017 and must be a Wallingford resident.  
If your child is accepted into the program, a copy of the 
child’s birth certificate and a physical examination, 
including a record of immunizations would be required.
